LEAVING A LEGACY TO LICHFIELD FESTIVAL

Guidance Notes

Every year, Lichfield Festival makes a difference to the lives of thousands of people – audiences and participants alike. By remembering the Festival in your will, you could leave a lasting legacy which helps to enrich the lives of others. 
It is also a tax efficient way of giving. Lichfield Festival Limited - which runs the Festival - is a registered Charity, and a gift from your estate will be free from inheritance tax under existing legislation.

The Festival welcomes legacies of any amount.

Depending on the size of the bequest, it may be possible to sponsor a concert in your memory. You may have a favourite Festival event which you would like to support or you may wish to help with the education work which annually involves hundreds of young people in the area. Alternatively, you may wish the capital sum involved to be held as an endowment and spent gradually over a number of years. You can specify (either in your will, or in a separate “letter of wishes”) the way you would like your bequest to be dealt with, or you could leave this decision to the Festival Board, to your Executors, or to a loved one. The choice really is yours.

Your solicitor will be able to incorporate a suitable form of wording when drawing up your will, but we will equally offer help and advice if required. If you do not anticipate a need to revise your will in the immediate future, then the legacy can be put into effect by asking your solicitor to draw up a codicil to your existing will. This should be quite inexpensive. It is, however, important to have the document properly drafted as it will need to be independently witnessed.
